At the end  we had  
estab lished  many new rela tionships 
opening the door for the Gospel and  they 
overwhelmed Keith with a  hand  made 
p la te to demonstra te their gra titude. May 
they be overwhelmed by the love of 
Christ and  His finished  work app lied  to 
their lives!
