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Our major weakness at this time is the ability to understand and 
communicate in Spanish. God has chosen to bring glory to 
Himself by introducing us to several Mexican neighbors who 
have an unusual desire to assist us, to befriend us, to teach us 
the do’s and don’ ts of this colorful culture. Two of those 
special people are pictured below; Ignacio and Ivette. They 
have a 1 year old son named Ignaqui. They come to our house ( 
they live in #46, we are 48 ) Tuesday and Thursday evenings at 
7pm and somehow before we know it it’ s 10PM! They are both 
college professors, his expertise is world history, hers is 
language. She speaks and teaches Spanish, French, and 
English. Rosa and Onofrie many of you have heard about in the 
past. We met them in August of 2004 and our friendship has 
grown, praise God. Dawn spends several hours a week with 
Rosa practicing grammar and pronunciation. Recently she 
taught Dawn to make a special soup called Pozole, made with 
hominy, and we enjoyed a Saturday afternoon meal with their 
family. We are having them and their three children, Bani, 
Jesus, and Ivan over in a couple of weeks for ‘American Pasta’ . 
Ramon is the brother of one of the first believers here in Los 
Heroes and has agreed to meet with Keith every Wednesday 
night to practice his English and help with Keith’s vocabulary 
and pronunciation. Keith is currently reading a children’s book 
of Old Testament Bible Stories to him for practice and critique. 
Praise God for the questions these ‘seekers’  have already asked 
and please pray we will be able to give a clear answer as to the 
hope that we have, in Spanish of course! 
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 We are pretty much settled now. All walls have at least 
1 coat of white paint, many have warmer colors. As you 
can see from the picture above the homes here are 
very narrow. The van mirrors mark the boundaries of 
our house. Dawn is adding finishing touches; plants, 
curtains, paintings, pictures, dried flowers in vases etc. 
We asked the Lord to make our home, especially the 
living/dining room area, warm and welcoming when we 
prayed thru and consecrated this place to Him, and He 
has done just that. As you can tell from the story to the 
right, we have had many opportunities to welcome folks 
into our home and we are grateful for the ministry the 
Lord has started, even though our Spanish is a long 
way from being considered ‘survival level’. Tyler is
