How much support and when

Our need for support is immediate, even though our
target departure date isn’t until August 2007. We have
many expenses involved in preparation: special
training, additional travel we wouldn’t normally take,
and communication materials. The total estimate of
set-up fee’s, including Pre-field cultural training in
Oregon, a newer vehicle (our van has over 170,000
miles), and 12 months of language school (in Mexico),
just to name a few, is over $50,000. About $25,000 of
that will be needed before July.

While we anticipate a significant financial commitment
from our sending church, New Song Fellowship, there
still remains approximately $3,500 per month that
needs to be raised. Crossworld requires we have 85%
of our support before allowing us to attend Pre-Field
orientation in June.
